Signatures of at least five (5) electors eligible to vote in this election are required.  Pursuant to Section 27(3) of the Local Authorities Election Act, only an elector who is a resident of the ward (Division) for which a candidate for election is being nominated may sign the nomination of the candidate.  
The “Candidate’s Acceptance” section must be completed and signed before the Returning Officer or a Commissioner for Oaths.  Make sure you sign in the presence of either of these two persons.  An official agent may be appointed on the Nomination Form in the “Candidate’s Acceptance” section.  Please review Section 68.1 of the Local Authorities Election Act for more information about an official agent (attached).
The completed form, accompanied by a deposit of $100.00 in cash, certified cheque or money order must be received by the Returning Officer at the office of the Municipal District of Wainwright, 717 - 14 Avenue, Wainwright, Alberta, on Monday, September 20, 2021 till noon (12:00 p.m.)
The deposit will be returned to the candidate if:



1. 
they are declared elected,



2. 
they obtain a number of votes at least equal to one-half of the 



total number of votes cast for the candidate elected, or



3.
they withdraw their name as a candidate within 24 hours after 


the close of nominations, in accordance with Section 32 of the 



Local Authorities Election Act.
