Convolvulus arvensis  
Convolvulaceae (Morning Glory Family) 

Category: 
 
Noxious 

• Life cycle: Perennial. 

• Root: Taproot with lateral roots. 

• Leaves: Dark green, arrow head shaped 
with sharp pointed lobes are alternate and 
grow on one side of the stem. 

• Stems: Up to 1.5m long, growing horizon-
tally or climbing. 

• Flower: 2.5cm in diameter, tubular or bell-
shaped, and white to pinkish. Two bracts on 
stem below flower. 

• Seed/Fruit: Four seeds per small round 
fruit. 

• Toxic: Horses. 
• Control: chemical, hand pick.
